Healthy, Green, Economical, and Co-operative
It's not often you come across opportunities to be healthier, greener, save money, and work co-operatively.  But you could by joining Greenlight Consumer Co-operative.

Greenlight was set up in 1991 as a non-profit making members' co-operative. Its aim is to supply members with healthy, environmentally-friendly, and non-exploitatively produced food and other products.  

It is made up of a network of groups from a number of households that get together to place their orders.  Operating in this way combines the advantages of small, locally-based groups with the benefits of belonging to a larger organization.  

Deliveries take place once a month, currently on the third Wednesday, though groups may order less often, depending on their members’ needs.

The main supplier is Suma Wholefoods, with over 8,000 products.  None has been tested on animals, and most are in line with Greenlight’s aims and objectives.

Suma also stocks natural remedies, vitamins, and essential oils.  Their range includes numerous recycled, biodegradable, or other green products.  Members are thus able to buy numerous products that otherwise would be unobtainable, including many organic foods.   Members may sample  most  products  before buying in larger quantities.

Wholefood and Healthfood shops usually add between 25% and 33% to wholesale prices. Greenlight members, apart from an initial membership charge of £2, pay only 2% to cover administration and running costs.  Greater savings may be obtained if groups buy in large amounts and share among themselves

Greenlight takes care of banking, placing orders, paying invoices, sorting out problems, and balancing Groups' accounts.  It provides the paperwork to enable groups to operate within a co-operative framework.

Groups share the rest of the workload, and are responsible for putting together their members' orders, taking delivery at a place of their choice, and working out members' costs.  This seldom takes more than an hour for each member every time there is an order.

Suma's minimum order is £250 per delivery address, and if you can get together enough people to place an occasional order, you're welcome to more details without any obligation.
